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ROUTINE INSPECTIONS

ROOFS – Are any roof tiles missing?  Is there obvious mold, mildew, or algae? A dirty roof affects the appearance of even the best kept home.

STRUCTURE – Again, is there obvious mold, mildew, or algae?  Is the paint faded, peeling, chipped, or cracked?

MAILBOXES –Is the metal box free of rust and mildew?  Does it need a fresh coat of paint?  

*You may think that mailbox upkeep is trivial, however, take a good look down the street.  The first thing you notice are the mailboxes all in a line.

DRIVEWAYS/SIDEWALKS – All surfaces should be free of mildew, algae, rust, or automobile fluid stains.  Pavers should be occasionally sprayed with a defoliant.

LAWNS – Is your lawn mowed and edged on a regular basis?  Is it relatively free of weeds?  Is it being watered often enough to keep it green and healthy?  

*Recommended turf fertilization is March, June, & October

LANDSCAPING – All Landscape beds should be kept weed-free.  Are trees being maintained in such a manner where they do not encroach on neighboring property nor interfere with street lighting?   Are they kept free of dead wood?  Ficus hedges should be maintained on a regular basis at a manageable height so their intrusive roots do not affect nearby structures.
TRASH – Trash, garden waste, recycling, etc., must not be placed at the curb until the evening prior to, or the morning of , scheduled pick up day.

*If you have a raccoon problem, put your trash out the morning of pick-up.
